Jumping for Joy !

Teenagers and grown ups alike joined
together on Rodborough Common near
Milford on Sat Nov 28th to protest at the
proposed dismantling of a set of dirt
jumps. The jumps had been used by BMX
and mountain bike riders for at least 10
years. The jumps are sited next to the A3
near the Rodborough Common car park
on land by SCC and managed by Surrey
Wildlife Trust (SWT). SWT has recently
become concerned over liability issues
and land use issues so served notice that
the jumps would be destroyed by the
end of December.

These jumps have served as a training
ground for the DMR stunt team and also
provided a practice area for some
nationally well known dirt jump riders
such as local Milford boy Ollie Wilkins.
These types of jumps can spring up
anywhere, sometimes without the
landowners' permission, but many
projects up and down the country have
been very successful with riders and
landowners working together. The
general opinion of local authorities and
the police is that with the right
permissions in place a dirt jump site can
provide essential outdoor recreation for
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youngsters and adults alike. The riders
using the Rodborough Common jumps
rarely troubled anyone and didn't
generally leave litter. They just enjoyed
some healthy outdoor fun.

A meeting was held on Wednesday
December 9th at Rodborough School in
Milford and was attended by councillors,
pupils, parents, CTC Senior Off-road
Officer lan Warby and even reps from
the DMR team and Ollie WIlkins himself.
At the meeting it was agreed that an
extension could be granted for the
existing jumps and was revealed that
possibilities for a new site are being
investigated.
