A New Route to Guildford This really is a new right of way for cyclists.
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Meadrow there is a footpath that crosses the

River Wey and joins the Bridleway network at

Bunkers Hill Farm. Part of the width of this

path has now been upgraded under the cycle

tracks act, a method that enables the

footpath to remain on the Definitive Map.
